RV Registration 

Rules & Regulations

General Rules – Check out time is 12:00 noon and all rent is to be paid in advance.  Maximum stay at our facilities is 14 days in any 60 day period.

1. Payment of fees does not entitle tenant to fairgrounds buildings, facilities or grounds usage privileges at any time.

2. Quiet Time is from 10:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m.

3. The speed limit on the grounds is 5 miles per hour.  No motorcycles or motor scooters are to be operated in the park, except to enter or leave the grounds.

4. Children must be supervised by an adult at all times.

5. Please keep RV space clean.  No storage is permitted under or around RVs.

6. All RV’s must stay in assigned space.  See office for any changes.

7. No recreational use of skate boards, bicycles, motor bikes/scooters, roller skates or roller blades.

8. No playing in or around the pond.

9. All gray water is to be caught in a container and disposed of in a sewer dump station.  Please use dump station for dumping holding tanks. Dumping fees - $5.00.  All garbage is to be disposed of in our dumpsters.

10. No ground fires allowed.

11.  Clothes lines are not permitted.

12.  Please keep our rest rooms clean. Only guest registered in park will be allowed to use these facilities.
13.  Any vehicle not authorized on Fairgrounds will be towed at owner’s expense.
14.  The Association does not provide, nor does it have available laundry facilities for tenant usage.
15.  Firearms including Potato guns, slingshots, or bows are not to be brandished or openly displayed in R.V. Park

16.   Do not attempt to gain entry to events on the Fairgrounds except through regular admission gates or in performance of your duties if participating in the event.

17. Upon tenant’s noncompliance with any term or condition herein, or creation of a   nuisance by Tenant, person residing with Tenant’s agents, servants, or employees, the Tenant of such violation shall be notified in writing by Association.  If tenant fails to cure the violation within the time prescribed, Association shall have the right to immediately terminate this agreement.

18.  Failure of Tenant to vacate the premises within three days (72 hours) of receipt of written notice of termination of this agreement will result in the trailer being removed from the premises by the Fairgrounds and stored at the nearest secured storage area at the Association’s discretion.  Failure by Association to act immediately upon expiration of the notice is not a waiver of any rights.  Furthermore, until said vehicle is removed from the premises, Tenant will be charged rent and any cost or damages caused by or incident to Tenant’s failure to vacate the premises, including attorney’s fees, cost of removal of trailer to the storage facility and the cost of storage.  

19. Failure to abide by any of the park/camper court rules are grounds for immediate eviction.

20.  RV park stay is limited to 14 days during any 60 day period.

21.  Campers may be required to pay for additional space resulting from size of RV extensions.
22.   Reservations will not be accepted.

23.   Time of stay may be shortened to less than 14 days based upon RV Park availability due to events on Fairgrounds or at the discretion  of management.

22. Notice to Guests:
Pursuant to California Civil Code Section 799.20, et seq., a recreational vehicle may be removed from the premises without judicial hearing, after the service of a 72 hour notice, if the occupant who has been in the park for 30 days or less, has either: (1) failed to pay for his/her occupancy in the park, or (2) failed to comply with the park’s rules and regulations.
